 Specific Steps to Take When Behavior Occurs

	A box that contains his replacement materials such as fidgets, and stretchy band. Having a cleared area where his box is located for him to walk around. Shorter instruction time to cut down on long academic tasks. Taking quick breaks (brain gym). Provide academic support when K demonstrates struggle. 
	Gentle reminders of the use of replacement skills and materials. Direct instruction about recognizing the cues of when he is getting upset and how to use the correct replacement behavior. K will complete a self-monitoring chart to evaluate himself on how well he recognized a social confrontation or academic struggle and how well he applied replacement strategies. After evaluation if it is determined by K and the teacher that he appropriately navigated the situation he will be rewarded with a special role in Strings (ie. passing out or collecting music)  
	Normal Everyday:

1. Removing him or the other students (which ever is easier) so that he has time to cool off. 

2. Complete the self evaluation chart

3. Have a discussion with teacher about how he can change or monitor his behavior in the future. 
Crisis Situation:

1. If K has a crisis situation and is posing as a danger to other students in the classroom, then teacher will ask other students to move to the class across the hall, and teacher across the hall will call social worker.

2. K's teacher and the social worker will supervise K during crisis situation to prevent him from harming himself. 

3. Once K digresses from a harmful situation, then K's teacher and social worker will have a conversation with K about his behavior. K's parents will be contacted.
